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This research had the purpose to study the factors that affect the saving behaviour

of the Bangkokians in the time of economic crisis such as the socioeconomic status, the
effects of economic crisis, and media exposure on saving behaviour towards Bangkokians
' saving behaviour by determining the relationship of those factors and saving behaviour.
' Questionnaires were used to collect the data from the quota samples of 400 people in
Bangkok. The data was analized by using percentage, and Chi-square test. The results
were as followed:

1. Socioeconomic status factors such as marital status, number of children, income
level, education level, and ocupation had significantly correlated with the saving behaviour

of the Bangkokians. Other factors, e.g. sex, and age did not have significantly cormelation

with the saving behaviour of the Bangkokians (p < 0.05).

2. The effects of economic crisis such as having more debts, repossessing the
assets, having more expenses, job-finding difficulty, job termination, and the job unstability
were significantly correlated with the saving behaviour of the Bangkokians. The other
factors such as income reduction, unstability of the monthly income, and orgarﬁéation's gize
reduction were not significantly correlated with the saving behaviour of the Bangkokians
{p < 0.05).

3. Media exposure on saving behaviour such as poster, leaflet, newspaper, and
members in the family were significantly correlated with Bangkokians' saving behaviour
(p < 0.05).

The result of this research showed the situation which effects from the economic
crisis of the Bangkokians and would be helpful for public relations planning on saving

behaviour efficiently as well.
