The objective of this research is to study the behavior of internet access to sex information, the demand
of sex information, characteristics of popular websites which present sex information, and characteristics of
websites which present appropriate sex information for children and teenagers. The survey method, content
analysis, and interview were applied to collect ail data. The result is as follows:

1. Gender, age, education, income and living areas significantly have different effects on the demand of
sex information among children and teenagers at level 0.01.

2. Education, parents’ occupation, income and living areas significantly have different effects on the
behavior of intemet access to sex information of children and teenagers. Websites containing sex information are
suggested by friends the most.. The most popular website is kapook.com/underground.

3. Females have different interest in sex information from males. Healthcare, family life and sexual
relations are mostly interested among females. Males are mostly interested in sexual relations and seductive
items.

4. Children and teenagers are fairly satisfied with information about family, way of living, sexual relations,
healthcare, birth control, seductive items, sexual diseases, sex organs, and pregnancy which is significantly
correlated with the demand of sex information on the net at level 0.01.

5. Children and teenagers fairly believe that the appropriate sex information on the net are the same as
what they are satisfied except seductive items which is not quite suitable. This belief significantly correlates with
the satisfaction of sex information on the net at level 0.01.

6. Sex information mostly presents in form of web board/Q&8A. Secondly is news/articles. Experiences,
and photos rank third and forth respectively. Sex information issues that are presented mostly through websites
are sexual relations and sexual behavior.

7. Websites contain sex information are not adequate and may not appropriate. Good websites should
consider legal and social norms, and cuiture concern; Violence and seduction should be avoided; Sex
information should be well designed to suit children’s needs and ages.

The presentation technique of websites is recommended that sexual information should be developed to
suit children’s needs; and spaces should be provided spaces for two-way communications among particular
group of users.

The most recommended criteria for appropriate sex information on the net will be secured from brain

storming, cooperation from various organizations concerned, and public responsibility.
