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This research determines foreign tourists' attitude towards decision to travel in
the provinces struck by Tsunami in Thailand. The specific objectives of the study were:
1.) To study foreign tourists' attitude towards decision to travel in the provinces struck by
Tsunami in Thailand; 2.) To study foreign tourists’ attitude towards decision not to travel
in the provinces struck by Tsunami in Thailand; 3.) To study foreign tourists’ attitude
towards recovery plan and promotion plan in the provinces struck by Tsunami in
Thailand; and 4.) To study the relationship between foreign tourists’ behavior (travel
arrangement, purpose of visit, and frequency of visit) and attitude of foreign tourists
towards recovery plan and promotion plan in the provinces struck by Tsunami in
Thailand

The studied informants were accidental sampled from foreign tourists who
traveled back to their country in April 2005. The location for distributing the surveys was
International Passenger Terminal, Bangkok International Airport. The total number of
respondents was 800, which included 713 respondents who did not travel to the
provinces struck by Tsunami and 87 respondents who traveled to provinces struck by
Tsunami.

The data obtained were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, means and
standard deviation. The major findings of the study indicated that :

1.) Concerning the geographic data of the respondents, most of them were male
and from England. Most of the respondents’ occupations were professional. Regarding
to traveling behavior, most of the respondents were independent and repeat travelers.
The majority of them visited Thailand with the purpose of holiday.

2.) The results of study concerning the attitude of 87 respondents who visited

provinces struck by Tsunami were; the primary factors of respondents for traveling to the
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affected provinces were they knew that many destinations in these provinces were still
beautiful and they wanted to support the tourism industry.

3.) The results of study concerning the attitude of 713 respondents who did not
visit provinces struck by Tsunami were; the primary factors of respondents for not
traveling to the affected provinces were they did not plan to go at first. As a result, other
factors concerning to disease outbreaks, sanitation, spirit, safety, travel warning,
recovery of construction, and recovery of travel business did not affect to their decision
not to visit.

4.) Regarding to the attitude of 800 respondents towards recovery plan and
promotion plan in the provinces struck by Tsunami in Thailand, most of them did not
agree that waiving of entrance fees to Marine National Parks in the Andaman could
motivate them to visit the affected areas. Regarding to the attitude towards promotion
plan, the setting of Tsunami warning, and the implement of safe beach concept, most of
respondents were not sure if these projects could motivate them to visit the affected
areas.

5.) The result of study concerning the relationship between foreign tourists’
behavior and foreign tourists’ attitude towards recovery plan and promotion plan were

different tourist behavior could resuit different attitude.
