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Abstract 194634

This research was using qualitative method to find out about the fundamental traits of
television Drama selective perception or interpretation for Thai Adolescents and quantitative
method to computed and analyzed for reliability and validity of the scale. The population and
sample were secondary school students. The sample was divided into 3 groups. The first group
was 11 secondary school students and the second group was 200 school students. Both were
used for pre-testing the characteristic scale. The last sample group, was 1,143 secondary
school students, used to computed and analyzed for reliability and validity.

The resuit was presented into 2 parts

1. The research had found that the fundamental traits were consisted of two important
variable groups.

1.1 The variable group of bio- social characteristic and background of
students.

1.2 The variable group of psychological traits consisted of 6 traits: self esteem,
anxiety, and attitude, belief internal locus of reinforcement, future orientation and moral
reasoning.

2. The characteristic scale was constructed of 8 parts with 111 questions.

2.1 The content validity of this scale was examined and judged by experts.

2.2 The reliability of the section 2 3 4 56 7 were .8331 and the reliability for
section 8 was .8487

2.3 The discrimination power with statistically significant values at the .05 level weight.

2.4 As a result of factor analysis, it was know that the reliability of the whole model was
relevancy with the empirical data. It was also found that, in each category of thé model was a

high reliability coefficient and relevancy with the empirical data.
