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The two objectives of the study were

1. To find out the realization of the Importance of conserving ancient places of
students at Thammasat University ;

2. To identify the factors related to their realization of this matter.

The sample group consisted of 351 students at Thammasat University. Most of
the samples were female. They were 17 — 23 years old. Their overage age was 19.75.
Most of them had their hometowns in the provinces. They were junior students. Their
parents can small businesses or were self - employed. The length of time for which they
visited ancient places was more than one hour. Nearly half of the samples visited an
ancient place once a year. A questionnaire was used to collect the data. Frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation were employed to describe the data and t -

test and F - test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summarized below :

1. The Thammasat students’ realization of the importance of conserving ancient
places was found to be at a high level. They realized the importance of maintaining
ancient places most, followed by participating in conserving ancient places, and
prevention of their deterioration, respectively.

2. The factors found to significantly affect the students’ realization of the
importance of conserving ancient places at the 0.5 level were sex, length of time for
which one visited an ancient place and knowledge about maintenance of ancient

places. On the contrary, hometown, study year level, parents’ occupation, frequency in

visiting ancient places yearly, access to information ab(;ut conserving ancient places,
and experience in conserving ancient places were found to have no inference on their
realization of the importance of conserving ancient places. The researcher made the
following recommendations.

1. Thammasat University should cooperate with the Faire Arts Department in
holding activities that promote students’ participation in conserving ancient places and
that enable the students to love and cherish national ancient places.

2. The public and the private sectors should cooperate in training people in
general to have a knowledge about hew to conserve ancient places. Also, people
should be made to truly love and cherish them. Local communities should cooperate
with the public sector in setting a project for conserving ancient places.

3. Further studies should focus on expectations, satisfaction and role of people
in conserving ancient places in order to use the results in finding some strategies to

make people realize the importance of conserving ancient places.
