The research was conducted for the following objectives:

1. To find out the degree of members’ participation in the operation of the
saving group for production in Tambon Bangtaten, Songphinong District, Suphanburi
Province,

2. To identify the factors related to the members’ participation in this matter, and

3. To point out the problems in participating in the operation of the saving group
for production in Tambon Bangtataen, Songphinong District, Suphanburi Province.

The data were collected from 260 members of the saving group for production
in Tambon Bangtataen, Songphinong District, Suphanburi Province. The samples were
seleted from the saving group members living in 16 villages. A questionnaire was
employed to gather the data. The SPSS for Windows was used to analyze the data. The
statistics employed was percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Chi-square.

The findings were summarized below :

1. Most of members of the saving group for production were female. They were
40 years old or younger. They were married. They finished primary education and were
farming. They earned 5,700 Bath less a month. Most owned the land with size of 5 rai or

up They were members of the saving group for production for 2 years.

2. Most of them were found to participate in operation of the saving group for
production at a high level both overall activities and in each aspect mammary
1) operation 2) decision making 3) gaining benefits and monitoring.

3. Factors found to be significantly related to their participation in the operation
of the saving group for production were, faith in the group executive committee, benefits
to gained, and access to related information. On the contrary, sex, age, marital status,
education, land size, number of membership years were found to have no relationship

with the members' participation in the operation of the saving group for production.

Recommendations

The saving group for production should create more activities such as study
tour, product demonstration, training course setting for developing of member
capability. Government officials concerned should support and facilitate more
knowledge and understanding to the saving group members. Administrative committees

of the saving group should run their activities with good corporate governance.
