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There are two objectives of this study: 1. To evaluate the process and results of the
project and 2. To study the problems and difficulties of the project.

The theories used in this study are; the research and evaluation theory, the Policy
implementation model and the Concept of debt suspension for farmers programme.

The study group consists of BAAC clients from the Minburi Branch. The area was
purposively selected. A total 105 people were selected by an accidental sampling technique
Questionnaires and in-depth interviews were used. Frequency percentage mean and standard

deviation were used for the data analysis.

Study Results

The sample studied were mostly males aged between 41-50 years old, who had primary
school cducatioh, had been clients for more than 20 years, rented their farmland, and had a
source of income mainly from rice farming.

The results of the process cvaluation show that almost all of the participants of the
programme knew programme information from the group meeting of BAAC clients and had
moderatc knowledge and understanding of the programme. Occupation rehabilitation training
was appropriate to their needs and could be implemented with moderate success. Income
increascd but the average increase was not over 10,000 Baht. Monitoring of the programme was
conducted regularly. Most of the programme’s participants were visited 3 times. For expense

reduction training, it was found that the content was highly appropriate to the needs of trainces

and could be implemented with moderate success. It was found that the contents of the training to
decrease, stop and quit self-ruination were appropriate to the needs of the traince and could be
implemented with a high degree of success.

Evaluation of the results showed that the participants of the Debt Suspension Programme
had an increase in net income from 33,401 Baht to 38,579 Baht. When considering the ability to
pay off all debt when the programme ends, it was found that only half of the participants thought

that they could repay both the loan and the interest at the end of the programme.

Suggestions

1. Information on the due date of debt repayment at the end of the programme should
be publicised to the programme’s participants for clearer understanding.

2. The courses on occupation rehabilitation, expense reduction, and prevention of self-
ruination should be given to a broader base of participating farmers.

3. Occupation rehabilitation training should have courses able to assist participants who
are not farmers.

4. Policies to motivate the programme’s participants to pay their debts, such as
improving the financial ‘status’ of the clients or by giving special loans to improve
living standards and provide education for members of the family should be

implemented.
