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The objectives of this research are 1) to study methods for correction of problems of
intellectual right offence in CD products in Bangkok, 2) to study perception or opinion of the right
owners and those committing the offences, 3) to study problems in correction of the problems of
intellectual rights offence in the CD products.

It is a qualitative research, collecting data by the in-depth interview of 3 groups of
people dealing with the CD products. offence, i.e., 1) the right owners, 2) the offenders, 3) those
involving the suppression, altogether 15 people who act as key-informants. The data collected were
later analyzed with logical context description and descriptive statistics.

Results of the study reveal that the offence of the intellectual right in CD products.
in Bangkok derived from the motives of radical price differences in authentic and faked CD products,
resulting in having huge profit and the faked products are casy to sell because of high demand. The
offenders bought the CD producing machine from abroad. The faked CD products are mostly about
Thai and Western songs; foreign films are also popular

Problems and obstacles found are the agencies concerned do not have strong power
for suppression. The budget is not sufficient; they are not responsible directly in the suppression

work.

Among important recommendations proposed by the researcher are the people
should participate in the revision of the law on copy rights B.E.2537 which is problematic in practice;
the government should allot sufficient budget and training officials involved to have sufficient
knowledge and understanding of the copy rights of fence. Furthermore, the government should fix

CD prices fairly including zoning for the commodity
