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The study of "Communicative Strategy Used in the Announcement and
Commandment: A Case Sstudy of UTCC" was aimed at examining the communicative
strategy and the language used in 960 UTCC's announcements and commandments for
one year since 1 January to 31 December 2000.

The result of the study indicated that there was no different element of the
structure of UTCC's announcement and commandment which covered introduction,
content and ending in which this elements were implemented from government letter.
UTCC's announcement and commandment has applied the part of "No..../...." for its
introduction.

Considering the strategy used for communicating in announcement and
commandment, it revealed that there were the creating of credential, distinctive
commurnication and the continuing of communication. Creating of credential was found
in the characteristic of the structure, content, method of presentation and providing
detail. For the distinctive communication, it was found that there was the clarity which
was classified by the amount of the information obtained foliowed by the distinguishing
in item by order. Conceming the continuing of communication, it was found that there
mostly was the continuing of one announcement with another announcement.

Moreover, for the language used in announcement and commandment, it was
indicated that there was the use of formal language, special language for
announcement and commandment as well as there was the inconsistent of the

language used in announcement and commandment
