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The three objectives of the study were (1) to find out the expected role of the
attorncys nationwide under the Department of Legal Aid and Civil Rights Protection the
county under the office of the Attorney General in giving legal assistance to people in
general, (2) to identify the factors influencing their expected role and (3) to point out the
attorneys’ work problem and to make some recommendations to solve the problems.

The data were collected from 95 attormeys at the Right Protection and Legal
Assistance Office and provincial attorneys providing Vci\-'il rights protection and legal
assistance to people across the country

It was found that the expected role of the attorneys in protecting people’s civil
rights and providing legal assistance to people was at a high level, which could be ranked
from the highest to the lowest expectation as follows : protection people’s rights and
benefits, preparing a legal manual for distribution and audio - visual aids, and
implementing the narcotics prevention and suppression project, respectively gender,
education, number of working years, marital status, work experience, and knowledge and

understanding of their role were found to have no effecton their expected role.
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Recommendations

1. A training course should be held for the attornies with focus on realization
of their own responsibility, settling conflicts between government agencies and people
though ncgotiation, giving legal knowledge to people who asked for their advice, and
assisting people who experienced disasters.

2. In the project of protecting the right of AIDS inflected people, the attorneys
should advise them how to live with other people in the society. The attorneys should be
made to sce the importance of looking after AIDS inflected people and should be trained
or how to advise them to behavior and toeemn a ﬁving. The training period should
increase from one month to two months so that the attorneys will understand the causes
of AIDS infection and cam, iu collaboration with the Ministry of Public Health, give -

AIDS knowledge to people.
