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This study aimed to 1) assess the effectiveness of the training regarding the
traffic knowledge; 2) assess tne training process in 5 aspects : @) place and duration
of training, b) contents and training documents, ¢) Lecturers’ capability, d) Audio-visual
aids used, e) Other suitable components of the training; 3) compare the differences
_ between the trained youths and the untrained youths regarding their knowledge about
the traffic rules, and attitude towards the traffic police officers. Purposive sampling
technique was employed to select 120 samples from the trained group and another 120
samples from the untrained group. Constructed questionnaire was used for data
collection, and the analysis was made by percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
t —test. The results are concluded as follows:

1. The majority of both groups is females, aged less than 18 years, finished
senior secondary school level. Their parents or guardians, whom the youth stayed with,
engaged in government service. The;l are studying in government schools. Their
families mostly used motorcycles for travelling, while the youth traveled to schools by
cars.

2. Regarding the knowledge of the iraired youths about the traffic rules, it was

found that most of them can answer correctly for the road sign “nc overtaking”, followed
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by the sign referring all cars to stop and let the walkers and cars in the crossing lane
passing, when it is clear and safe then move ahead with careful, if the yellow light signs
up, pass it fast.

3. The overall effectiveness of the training is at-high level, and the highest
effectiveness is for lecturers, followed by training documents.

4. These youths had high level of positive attitude towards the training
particularly about the traffic rules as it heips keep the society in good order.

5. The trained youths had more positive attitude towards the performance of the
traffic polices than that of the untrained youths.

6. The trained youths had more knowledge on the traffic rules than that of the
untrained youths.

Recommendations

1. This type of training should be extended to target the primary school level.

2. The training to cultivate the correct practice of traffic rules should take
sufficient time to build up both correct practice and positive attitude, for which the traffic
police officers take most time working with the target group.

3. The training should be facilitated by lecturers and experts who have high skills
in transférr}ng the knowledge and thus motivating the children and the youth.

4. The traffic police officers should also be well trained in motivation skills, public
relations, and human relationship.

5. The provincial police station needs to coordinate closely with Ubonrachathani
Municipality to improve the traffic sigrs in its responsible area to be clearly visible and

most coverage.
