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The three main objectives of the study were 1)to find out the members
level of participation in the activities of the saving groups for production in Phrapadaeng
District, Samutprakan Province; 2) to identify the factors influency their participation; and
3) to reveal the problems and obstacles, including some suggestions alert their

participation.

Thé samples of the study were 127 members of the saving groups for
production in Phrapadaeng District, Samutprakan Province. A questionaire was employed
to collect the data and 100% of the copies were returned. The SPSS program was used
for data analysis. Descriptives statistics i.e., percentage, mean, and standard deviation were

used to describe the data and t-test and F-test to test the hypothesis.

The findings were briefly stated as follows:

As a whole the members of the saving groups for production were found
to participate in the activities at a low level. Infact, only 51.20 percent activity took part
in the activities. When individual dimensions. were considered separately, the members
were found to participate most in the follow-up and evaluation activity (59.80 %), while
they were involved the least in getting the benefit (67.70 %)

The faciors found to influence the members’ participation in the activities

ot the saving groups for production were maritai status, knowledge and understanding of

the saving group for production, and access to information related to the activities of the
saving groups. In contrast, gender, age, occupation, education, economic status and benefit
from being a member of the saving group for production, and membership of a social

group were found to have no impact on their participation in the activities of the saving

group.
