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The study on Social Psychic Factors related to drugs (amphetamine) of Juvenile
Delinquency in the Rehabilitation Home has 2 objectives : 1) to examine the psychic
characteristics in the aspect of future attention for self control, ethical rationale, and drugs
(amphetamine) knowledge, whether they are associated, in which direction and at what level, with
the drugs (amphetamine) misbehavior of the youth in the Rehabilitation Home; 2) to examine
social situation characteristics in raising children with supportive love and reasons, risk situation
1o drugs (amphetamine), and materialism, whether they are associated, in which direction and at
what level, with the drugs (amphetamine) misbehavior of the youth in the Rehabilitation Home.

The sample group in this study is totally 217 youths with drugs (amphetamine)
musbehavior, comprising 121 youths in Prance Rchabilitation Home, and 96 youths in Ubekka
Rehabilitation Home. Constructed questionnaires were used for data collection. Statistical
techniques used include percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Pearson’s Correlation
Coefficient.

The result of this study showed that

1. The majority of the samples are females (55.8 %) aged between 17 — 18 years (38.8 %)
Their domicile is in Bangkok and peripheral area (70.5 %). Most of them have more than 7 years
of education (44.0 %). They were both the drugs (amphetamine) sellers and the addicts (53.4 %).
The frequency of drug (amphetamine) used is not over 3 times a day (47.0 %), and selling the
drugs for 4 — 6 times a day (37.6 %). The value of drug (amphetamine) used each time is less
than 100 Baht (44.9 %). The value of drugs (amphetamine) sold each time is about 1001-5000
Baht (36.9 %). The duration of drug (amphetamine) used is 1 — 2 years (36.8 %), and

the duration of seliing the drugs is less than 3 years (65.3 %). More than balf (56.7 %) had ever

attended the rehabilitation home for 1 time. Most of the samples (41.5 %) lived with others not
the parents. Their parents had separated or divorced (51.2 %). Fathers (52.1 %) and mothers
(62.2 %) had less than 5 years of education. Their parents have own business (41.5 %). Family
income is less than 5,000 Baht per month (39.7 %).

2. The psychic characteristics had negative association with the drugs (amphetamine)
misbehavior, i.e. future attention in self control had negative relation at moderate level in all 3
groups, while ethical rationale had negative relation at low Igvel in the drugs sellers and those of
'both selling and using drugs, but had positive relation at low level in those using drugs. The
drugs knowledge had negative relation at low Jevel among those using drugs, and had negative
relation at moderate level in the drug sellers, and in those of both users and sellers.

3. Social situation had negative association with the drugs (amphetamine) misbehavior
with respect to raising with supportive love and reasons. The raising with supportive love had
negative relation at moderate level in those using drugs, while having negative relation at low
level in the drugs sellers, and in those of selling and using drugs. On the contrary, raising with
reasons had negative association at moderate level among those using drugs, and those using and
selling drugs,-while having negative association at low level among the drugs selling group.
Regarding the risk situation of drugs and materialism, it was found that both had positive
association, i.e thc; risk situation had positive association at moderate level with all 3 groups,
while materialism had positive association at moderate level among the drug users, and among
those of both users and sellers, and had positive relation at low level in th¢ drug selling group.

Recommendations are made as tollows:

1. In psychic characteristic aspect, the drugs (amphetamine) knowledge should be
promoted among the youth to increase their accurate understanding focussing on life skills so that
the youth are able to look for the future, and analyze their own problems on ethical basis.
Academic institutions and families should play active roles in promoting such psychic
characteristic among the youth.

2. Regarding social situation, families should.play key roles in youth development to help
prevent stich drugs (amphetaminc) misbehavior beginning with proper raising that emphasize on
love, close relationship and reasons. Families should also prevent the youth from those risk

environment or situation as they might lead them tc involve with the drugs (amphetamine).
