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The main objectives of the study were TE _13 5 9 8 2

1. To find out the teachers' opinions on the implementation of the

educational reform policy. and

2. To identify the factors influencing their opinion on this matter.

The data were collected from 206 teachers at pubiic schools under the
Primary Education Office. Muang Narathivas District, Narathivas Province. A questionnaire
was used as the research instrument. Percentage, mean, and standard deviation were
used to describe the data, and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summed up as follows:

1. Most of the respondents were female, aged 41-50 and married. They
held the position of teacher 2 and earned at Ieast a Bachelor's degree. Their average
salary was not more than 15,000 baht. They had 10-20 years of work experience.  Most
worked at schools that had a good environment. The schools were moderately equipped
with classroom buildings, the personnel, the budget, and materiai, facilites and
equipment. Therefore, as a whole, most schools were ready to handle learning and
teaching at a moderate level.

2. The finding revealed that the teachers agreed with the educationa! reform
policy at a moderate level. When individual dimensions were considered separately, the
schools and institution reform, the teachers and educational personnel reform, the
curriculum and teaching process reform, and the educational administrative reform were all

found to be at a moderate level.
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3. When the teachers were compared in terms of sex, age, marital status,
work position, educational level and work experience, they were found to have no
significant difference in their opinions on the implementation of the educational reform
policy. In contrast, when their school readiness in handling learning and teaching was
considered, the teachers were found to have a significant different opinion on the
implementation of the educational reform policy.

4. Recommendations :

4.1 School/institution reform.  The schools should be well equipped
with classroom buildings, normal classrooms and rooms for special activities such as the
computer laboratory, the language laboratory, the science laboratory and others in order to
facilitate teaching and learning activities. The schools must improve their environment to
have a good academic atmosphere. Flowers should be grown on campus, for example.
The government should allocate enough budget to the schools for school maintenance in

line with their needs. There should not be a delay of budget allocation as experienced at

present.

4.2 Teacher/educational personnel reform. The teachers and
educational personnel should be continuously trained so they can arrange learning
activities in accordance with the learning reform. Enough personnel should be recruited.
The teachers should play an important role to streamline learning activities for students. Ali
should be developed to be able to use modern technology and IT:

4.3 Curriculum/ teaching and learning process. The teaching and
learning, educational measurement and evaluation should be reformed to be in line with the
educational reform peolicy.  The curriculum should serve local peopie's needs. The
integrated teaching plan should be used with the learn-centered approach.

4.4 Educational administration reform. The school administrators at all
levels should serve as models for teachers to follow.  They must have moral and ethics
and can demonsirate how to teach effectively. Théy should have vision, support and boost

teachers’ morale, and be able to coordinate with outsiders to find guest lecturers to give

students’ knowledge.
