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The study on factors associated with Thai tourists’ attitude towards Kao-Chang, Trad
Province was carried out with 3 main objectives: 1) to examine the level of attitude of Thai
tourists at Kao-Chang, Trad province; 2) to determine factors associated with the attitude of
Thai tourists towards Kao-Chang; 3) to explore the problems and obstacles of the tourists
regarding their travel to Kao-Chang, and to make suggestion for development and
promotion of Kao-Chamg Tour.

The accidental sampling of 120 tourists at Kao-Chang was conducted and
constructed questionnaires were used to collect the data. This study utilized analytical
statistic techniques inciuding frequency, percentage distribution, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, Point bisereal Coefficient Correlation, and Pearson Correlation Coefficient.

The result shows that :

1. The majority of the samples are females, aged between 22 30 years, and have
bachelor degree of education. Their monthly income ranged between 6,001 — 12,000 Baht.

2. The attitude of the: tourists towards their tour at Kao-Chang, safety of life and
property, communication, accommodation, and overa!l attitude are at uncertain levei.

3. Most of these tourists aimed to travel for tours and relaxétion, travel with
friends, use their own car, stay at Bangalo, and spend mostly for_ accommodation and food.

They mostly impress with the nature. Receiving and seéking tour information are at
moderate level and mostly from tour magazines, and seeking about the tour expenses.

4. Factors associated with the attitude of Thai tourists towards their tour at Kao-
Chang are sex, age, experience and impression about the tour.

Problems and obstacles

The finding suggests that most of the problems concern with expensive goods, no
guards at night, under-standard of road communication, less number of ferry service,
insufficient road lights and other public utilities, expensive accommodation with unsafe key-
lock system.

Suggestions

1. Related governmental organizations should arrange the night guards, extend
standard road as well as educated the local people and the entrepreneurs to be able to
provide iocal tour information focussing on sustainable tour.

2. Tour entrepreneur at Kao-Chang should improve and make reasonable rate of
accommodation, while providing adequate public utilitiés.

3. The local people sheuld be very friendly. They should also help reserve and
sustain the natural resources. This can motivate both Thai and foreign tourists to visit and
enjoy various activities at Kao-Chang as well as to create impression and intentidrn among

the tourists to revisit Kao-Chang.
