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Abstract

The study entitles “Use of Social Capital to Promote Community Welfare in
Bangrakam Subdistrict, Banglen District, Nakornpathom Province.” The purpose is to
study the use of Community Welfare Service, Social Capital for Community Welfare
Management, as well as problems and obstacles affecting social capital used by
Member of Community Welfare in Bangrakam Sub district, Banglen District,
Nakornpathom Province. The questionnaires are used as a research methodology 200
samples size are randomly selected from 416 members of Cooperative Welfare. The
collectible data are analyzed using variety of statistic methods which are percentage,
average, standard deviation, Rest and F-test with the significant level of 0.05. The key
findings are as follows;

The majority of the samples are female aged between 54-63 years old,
married, and had primary school education level. They work as peasants. Their monthly
revenue is between 2,000-4,000 Baht. They are the memberships of the Saving
Community Group for at least 3 years. The Community Welfare service study shows that
the samples tends to use non-financial services, such as informative service and
consulting service, rather than financial services. While, the study of Social Capital for
Community Welfare Management shows that the samples use human or intellectual
capital and institutional capital the most; in contrast, they use cultural capital the least..
The lack of coordinating between social community and government sector, and the
budget inadequate are the key problems that prevent the samples from using social
capital welfare service.

The research recommendation is to firstly, encourage the members to
participate in planning, initiating ground rules, terms and conditions of the social welfare
service, including brainstorming for problem solving. Secondly, to strengthen non-
financial services, especially seminars and field trips in order to bring in new knowledge
to the developing the area. Thirdly, to maximize the use of social capital and cultural
capital such as promoting OTOP products and local cultural events. In addition, the
local government should encourage the institute capital sector to participate in
community welfare service, for examples, the elder assembly, school and local cultural
institutes. Lastly, to foster local intellectual capital, such as local philosophy or local

leader, to participate in community welfare service.
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
