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The survey was conducted for three major objectives : 1) to study the development
volunteer behavior of the students of the Rural Development Volunteer Club ; 2) to find out
whether the four psychological characteristics,i.e., attitude toward development volunteer work,
belief in internal locus of control, future-oriented self-control, and moral reasoning. had any
impact on the students’development volunteer behavior ; and 3) to identify the relationship
between the socio-biological characteristics and the development volunteer behavior of the
students in the Rural Development Club, Rangsit University . The data were coliected from 122
students by using a questionnaire. The questionnaire was divided into 3 parts : 1) measurement of
the socio-biological characteristics, 2) measurement of the four psychological characteristics, 3)
measurement of development volunteer behavior. These measurement forms had been checked
for its content validity and had a high reliability. The statistics used to test the hypothesis were
One-way Analysis of Variance, t-test and Pearson’s Product-Moment Correlation.

The findings were briefly stated below.

1. Asa whole, the students development volunteer behavior was found to be high.
When the sub-behaviors were considered, the most often development volunteer behavior was
helping those invelved in accidents on their way to the camp. The least often behavior was
volunteering to work for their club-mates who had personal business to do.

2. The four psychological characteristics attitude toward development volunteer work,
belief in intemnal locus of control, future-oriented self-control, and moral reasoning were all found
to have a positive relationship with the students’development volunteer behavior.

3. The socio - biological characteristics found to be significantly related to the
students’development volunteer behavior were age and the length of club membership. In other
words, the students of 21 years old or more had a higher development volunteer behavior than the
younger students. Also, the students who were the club members for longer than one year had a
significantly higher development volunteer behavior than those who were the club members for
less than 6 months.

The results of the study contribute to a better understanding of the development volunteer
behavior of the students in the Rural Development Volunteer Club at Rangsit University.
Therefore, the researcher recommended some way to improve their development volunteer
behavior. That is, the four desirable psychological characteristics should be promoted. "{hese
characteristics would create behavior helpful for national development. They make students

become good citizens who are responsible for society and can be valuable resources of the

country.
