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The study on the Role Primary School! administrators in Health Promoting
School Project : A Case Study of Education Region 2 Amnatcharoen Province
consisted for 3 objectives as follow :

1. To study the role school administrators of the students under in “Health
promoting schoel “ project.

2. To study the factors identify affecting the Role of the School
Administrators in  Health Promoting School Project.

3. To find out guideline for improving the implementation of the Health
Promoting School Preject.

The sample of the study were 108 school administrators of all primary school
in Amnatcharoen Province. Questionnaire were used to collect the data. Percentage,

Standard Deviation, t—testand F — test were used four data analysis.

Findings
1. Most of the primary schools administrators in Region 2 Amnatcharoen
province were aged 41-50 years, they were in C 7, working experience 21-25 years,

income 15,001-20,000 bath, had 11-15 years of experience in primary school.
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They were administrators for small-size schools. They had been supported by
the central organizations at a high level.

2. Administrators of the primary school played general role in the “ Health
Promoting School “ Project at a high level.

3. The factors found to be significantly related to the school primary
administrators’ role in the Health Promoting School project were knowledge and
understanding  in Health Promoting School Project and central organization support.

4. The factors found to have no significantly relationship with the Health
Promoting  School Project were age ,position level , working experience , Income ,

Administrative experiences , size of school, and local organization support.

Recommendations

1. The next study should compare role between teachers and school administors
and apply the results to improve their roles for the future.

2. Students’ performance both knowlcdge and practice on health promoting should

be evaluated so as to bring its results for improvement of operation.
