The two objectives of the study were 1) to determine the attitude of the police cadets toward
prc — marriage scxual intercourse , and 2) to find out the factors relate to their attitude toward the
issuc. The framework of the study included the following concepts and theories : 1) concept of
attitude 2) concept of teenagers and their sexual behavior 3) Theory of reasoning 4) Theory of social
action ,and 5) Social learning theory. The independent variables were the general background
variables of the police cadets, bringing — up methods , knowledge about pre — marriage sexual
intcrcourse , and the peer group’s attitude toward pre — marriage sexual intercourse. The dependent
variable was the attitude toward pre — marriage sexual intercourse.

The population of the study were 245 first — year and fourth — year police cadets at the police
cadet academy in Amphor Samphran Nakhorn Prathom Province. A questionaire was used to collect
the data. The total of 210 copics or 85.71% were returned. Percentage , mean, standard deviations

were used to describe the data ,and t — test and F — test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summed up below.

1. Most of the respondents were 20.93 years old on an average. One ~ thirds were 20 vears of
age. The parents of most of them lived together and the respondents themselves stayed with their
friends. Their Grade Point Average (GPA) was 3.00 or higher. The majority had no girlfriends. Those
who had girlfriends had a chance to be alone with their girlfricnds in uneasily seen place about ! - 7

hours a month. They met their girlfriends most often at restaurants. Most of the police cadets under
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the study were brought up in a democratic way, the smaller number was raised in a liberal way.
Furthermore , most of them had a good knowledge about pre — marriage sexual intercourse. The peer
group was found to accept the practice of pre — marriage sexual intercourse at a low level.

2. It was found that 50.5 percent of respondents have good attitude toward pre — marriage
sexual intercourse was in positive level.

When the hypotheses were tested , the factors found to be significantly related to their
attitude toward the issue were age , study — year level , marriage status of parents , GPA , hﬁving
girlfriends or not , parents’ bringing — up method and knowledge about pre — marriage sexual
intercourse . That is , older police cadets or the fourth — year ones , those whose parents lived together
,those with a poor GPA , those who didn’t have girlfriends , those who were raised in a liberal way
and those whose knowledge about pre — marriage sexual intercourse in a high level were found to
have a good , positive attitude toward pre — marriage sexual intercourse than their counterparts.
Recominendations

1. The National Police Office should impose a policy to promote ethics and to educate police
cadets about how to behave or lead a life in a society.

2. The curriculum for police cadets should include sex education appropriate attitude toward
pre — marriage sexual intercourse and include as well the school’s rules and regulations to educate
them,

3. The Government must give importance to social order and strictly control entertainment

places to prevent social problem.
