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The study had two objectives ;

1. Te study strategies to strengthen community in preventing drug expansion,
and

2. To stdy communities activities leading increase community potential in
preventing drug expansion

Research methodology the researcher used both qualitative and quantitative method.
Methodologics were documentary and in-depth interview with 18 key informants such as
community leaders, community committee, community people, and those who involved with
drug problems. Moreover, questionnaires tc investigate opinion of 59 people were also
used.

Descriptive statistic, as well as logic comparing with context, was used to analyze
data from in-dept interview and guestionnaires.

Findings of the study

In community which had high-degree of drug problems, leaders were not strong
and did niot seriously solve problems in their communities. The community did not work in
team. There were rally additives to strengthen communities. Social measures was not
etfective to solve drug problems in the communities.

In community which had moderate level of drug problems, it was found that leaders
had charisma but they did not work continuously. Besides, leaders had some weakness
which make community member confidence toward leaders decreased. There were some

activities to increase community members’ participation. Social measures make mermbers
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obey rules and laws of the society. Therefore, the communities get stronger and could
reduce the degree of drug problems.

In the community which had no drug problem, it was found that leadeis could
compromise and persuade community members to participate. They worked in team and
share responsibilities. Religion and many activities were used to hold and group people
together. People respected and obeyed social measures which made the communities strong.

Recommendation

It is suggested that community leaders should develop themselves to have vision
and they should seriously consider and solve community problems. Many activities should
be used to prevent and solve drug problems. Moreover, people outside communities should

be more involved in increasing communities’ potentials.
