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The objectives of this research are 1. to study private school teachers’ attitude toward
the educational reform, 2. to study factors relating to the teachers’ attitude torward the
educational reform, and 3. to find out problems, obstacles and recommendations about the
process of educational reform.

The study population comprises 160 private school teachers in Pattani Province ;
questionnaires are used as a major tool for data collecting,

The research findings can be summarized as follows:

The studied teachers are mostly female and over 40 years of age with bachelor
degree and more than 21 years of teaching experiences; their level of knowledge and
understanding of educational reform is high (; = 0.89) ; their self - development level is
moderate (54.4%) ; the vast majority of them (89.4%) has positive attitude toward the
educational reform.

Factors relating to the teachers’ attitude toward educational reform are the
teachers’knowledge and understanding of the educational reform and their self-
development. Among unrelated foctors ure age , educational attainment , position and
work-tenure.

Important problems found are unclear law and regulation; the school administrators
lack proper vision and experiences with unprofessionalized management. The curriculum is
not correspoding to local and commumity needs, Parents and community do not really
understand the educational reform, among others.

Among important recommendations are teachers should increase their knowledge
properly and their organization should provide appropriate training programs; teachers
should be encouraged to amalyse school environment; people should participate in local
educational programs by application of local wisdom to the school curriculum and so on.
