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The three objectives of this research were 1) to study the opinions on the
operation of grug solving of government officials in Nakhom Pathom Province 2) to
study the factors related to opinions on the operation of drug solving in Naknom Pathom
Province. 3) to study the problems, the obstacles and the recommendations to operate
the drug solving Total sample of the study were 157 government officials working in
Nakhom Pathom Province. The method of this study is the questionnaire, divided into
4 sections as follows secticn 1 is about the personal background of the respondents. It
consists of sex, age, education, income, position, number of working years, duty and
responsibility in drug solving in the province and the factor of social status on getting to
know the information. section 2 is to evaluate the knowledge of the respondents on the
operation of the drug solving. section 3 is to evaluate the opinions on the operation on
the drug solving, covered 3 parts; prevention, suppression and treatment. section 4 is
an open-ended questionnaire. The respondents can make any opinions and beneficial
recommendations on drug solving in Nakhorn Pathom Province The statistics used in
hypothesis test is Percentage ,Mean ,One Way Analysis of Variance , t-test and

Pearson Correlation
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1. .It's indicated that government officials in Nakhom Pathom Province agreed

with the drug solving at a moderate level to rather high level. When the 3 parts were
considered individually, the officials were found to most strongly agree to the treatment
part, followed by the parts of prevention and suppression, they agreed at a moderate
level. When each item was cohsidered, it's found that most of the officials’ opinions
identified the same problem that was the power men in the iocal area is the main point to
make the drug suppression unsuccessfully. And the best way to prevent the increase of
drug is to examine the students' urine. As following, in the part of suppression , the
strictly legal penalty can make decrease in drug.

2.Factors related to the opinions on the operation to drug solving were education
and knowledge on the operation of drug solving. That is the higher educated officials
agreed with the operation more than the lower onces. Also, the ones who had more

knowledge about the operaticn agreed more.

Recommendations

1. The public awareness of the need for drug solving should be provided , as
well as the knowledge, the information and the public relations about the accessible way
to solve.

2. The law with strictly higher penaity should be acted to the traders,
manufacturers and the power men in the local area linked with the drugs.

3 Public should be educated and take responsibility on drug solving. It can

reduce the problems in the community and improve the quality of living
