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ABSTRACT

From studying the rights to access medical care of inmates, it has been found that sick
Inmates should have rights to access basic treatment or attend sick call. Although freedom is
limited by a long-term in prison, it still has the rights to be treated no differently from outsiders
and all men have equal rights. The laws to those enforcement are primarily ineffective in terms of
the treatment with regulations there are many steps, processes for the treatment of several steps,
some the system can be complicated in practice and delays. Thailand's Department of Correction
is responsible for providing services medical health care, which has duty to provide medical
treatment or supply inmates to civilian hospitals to treatment. It is considered that the provisions
have been using today were broadly defined, the rules can be complicated in practice.
Furthermore, shortage of doctors and medical personnel while a large number of prisoners or
overcrowding that all sick inmates cannot be wholly treated or attend sick call. Therefore, the
healthcare problem is not solved and diagnosis disease could be more likely mistaken attention
even outbreak between inmates cannot be handled.

Provisions of the law have been analyzed about related legal in Thailand compared
with other countries about the topic by the author. The author wants to propose guidelines for the
medical care of inmates according to their fundamental rights of Thailand's medical treatment of
inmates to accordance with international regulations. The rights of prisoners should be maintained

according to the principles in light of the Constitution and the Rule of Law.



This thesis is aimed exploration regarding the inmates' rights to access medical care.
Thus, the objective is to study the concepts and principles of any law relating to the treatment of
prisoners by analysis of the problems and difficulties in the treatment of prisoners to find out how
the rights of prisoners should be like? That is thing to contribute formulation or treatment
prisoners in better way accordance with the international laws and fundamental rights. Because of

the inmates have basic rights under the Constitution and the standard of Rule of Law.
