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The objective of this study was to investigate factors effected the acheivement of
the graduates from the Agricultural Department, Faculty of Industrial Education, King
Mongkut’s Institute of Technology Lardkrabang. Sample was graduates in academic year
2545 BE. Data were derived from the department record. The study revealed that all
graduates graduated with GPA 2.29-3.82 average 3.0310.35. The graduates from
different majors and different entrance methods had significant different in GPA. The
graduates who entered by quota method had significant higher GPA than by exam methods.

The graduates who were different majors and diploma institutes had statistic

significant different in GPA of agricultural teaching professional (p<0.05). However, the

GPA of agricultural professional of graduates who had different certificates before studying

diploma and different diploma institutes were not significant different (p>0.05). The result
of the Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis indicated that diploma GPA, father
occupation, and entrance method accounted for 41.6% of the variation of graduates

achievement.
