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Cervical cancer is the one major public health problem today. Screening for cervical
cancer can reduce the incidence of cervical cancer and increase survival rate for the earliest stage
of invasive cervical cancer. This study aimed to investigate the self-efficacy in utilizing cervical
cancer screening service at the health center of Yang Talad District in Kalasin province. Four
hundred and eight women were selected. Questionnaires were used to obtain data. The data were
analyzed using descriptive statistics by percentage, mean, standard deviation and inferential
statistics by Correlation, Independent Simple T-Test and One-Way Anova.

The results showed that level of overall self-efficacy was very good. The association
between self-efficacy and personal health information showed that women with experience of
pregnancy had more positive perception of self-efficacy than the without experience. And,
women with experience in utilized cervical cancer screening service had higher perceived self-
efficacy than those without experience. The level of overall outcome expectation was very good.
Moreover, income and number of pregnancy were statistically related to outcome expectation, at
the level of p<0.01 and p<0.001, respectively. Furthermore, there was positive association
between self-efficacy and outcome expectation for the service.

The findings of this study could provide essential information for encouraging women to
undergo cervical cancer screening, especially women without experience in utilizing cervical

cancer screening service.
