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This is a study about compliance with the Alcohol Beverage Control Act BE 2551
among the grocery owners in Sriracha District of Chonburi Province. Cross-sectional data was
used for a descriptive analysis. . The Objectives were to study sex, age, education, knowledge and
awareness, period of operation, receiving the information about the Alcohol Beverage Control
Act of 2551, having inspection by state agency and receiving license to sell alcohol among
grocery owners. The data collection was by interviewing of 256 grocery owners, then the data
were analyzed by using descriptive statistic and Chi-square test.

The results showed that Grocery owners are mainly female (59.8%), most aged
between 41-50 years (41.8 %). A significant portion has primary education or less (32.9 %). The
most common period of operation was 6-15 years (57.8%). The proportion receiving the
information was 54.7 % and the most frequently identified communication source (41.0 %) was
television. Owners having inspection by state agency were 51.4% and those receiving license to
sell alcohol beverages were 66.0%. Grocery owner’s scored moderate in knowledge (49.2%),
awareness (66.4%) and compliance with the Alcoholic Beverage Control Act BE 2551 (61.7%).
When those data was analyzed the associated between various factors with compliance with the
Alcoholic Beverage Control Act BE 2551, it was found that the education, having inspection by
state agency, receiving the information and awareness are related to compliance with the

Alcoholic Beverage Control Act at the significant level of 0.05.
