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The purposes of this research were emphasized on surveying of the desires to
pursue graduate in agricultural education of teachers of agriculture under the Office of
Vocational Education and undergraduate students majoring in agricultural education
program under the Ministry of Education.

The respondents were 978 teachers of agriculture from 39 agricultural and fishery
colleges under the Office of Vocational Education Commission and 203 undergraduate
students majoring in agricultural education program from 4 universities under the
Ministry of Education. Constructed questionnaires were used as the tools and mailed
questionnaires were applied for gathering data. Ali data were processed and analyzing

through SPSS PC" by using frequency counts, percentage and means.

Results of the research :

Most of the teachers of agriculture (56.13%) who indicated no needs to pursue
their graduate studies by giving their reasons as foliows : having a grave responsibility
for their families, satisfying their present qualification, having problems of their expenses,
too old to further studies, having ability to work without problems and having satisfaction
on their jobs. While, those teachers of agricuiture (43.87%) who indicated their needs to
pursue graduate studies mentioned their reasons as follows : desiring to improve their
abilities, desiring to gain knowledge for improving works, desiring to gain more
experience, desiring to have a good confidence in working, having inadequate their
knowledge in working and desiring to improve or adapting themselves according to the
social changes. They preferred to choose the minors or cognates, besides, their
agricultural education major were : agricultural science, communication and
technological information, agricultural extension, community development and
educational evaluation and measurement. For their further studies' expenses, they
remarked to spend their own money and willing to get some supporting from government
or any agencies. Most of them referred to further studies by attending out of working
hour classes (evening or special or unofficial time classes). They also revealed to desire
to further study at in county educational institutions.

Most of undergraduate students indicated to desire pursuing their graduate
studies as follows : increasing their knowledge and abilities, increasing their
qualifications, increasing their occupational promotions and educational experience etc.
They liked to further study their master degree at the same time of working. They

referred to choose agricultural science, communication and technological information,
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agricultural extension and community development as their minors or cognates besides,
their major in agricultural education. They introduced to spend their own money and
suggested to accept some supporting from government or any agencies for pursuing
graduate studies. Most of them recommended to pursue graduate studies at the in

country educational institutions.
