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This research aimed at studying the states, problems and desires to develop the
orchard farm of orchard farmers in Ladkrabang District including to inform the methods of
managing and developing their farms. Twenty-eight orchard farmers in Ladkrabang
District were population. Interview was used for gathering data. All data were processed
through computer program of SPSS for windows by applying frequency counts
percentage arithmetic mean and standard deviation for interpretation.

The results of research : Most of respondents were male with their average age
at 55.42 years ’old. Most of them were married and being Buddhists. They graduated
primary education level and their average annual income from farms was Baht
142,721.40. Most of them had no extra-income. The average of their family members
was 4.67, while their average of farm labors in family members was only 1.46. Most of
them did not employed permanent worker for farming and they were not engaged to be
any organizational membership. They owned their own lands with the average of 44.61
rais, besides, 73 rais for their rental land.

The orchard farmers raised mangoes, fishes, satol, cocoa-nuts, paddy-rice and
bananaes. They indicated their farming problems and desires to develop their orchard
farms were at the moderate level, but they needed to develop accordance with

increasing their knowledge of modern farming efficiencies and others were at the much

level.
