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Abstract

The objective of the research on “Opinions on Movie Ratings for Thailand” is
to study the opinions of movie specialists and Bangkok inhabitants on movie ratings for
Thailand.

This research is mixed research between qualitative research and
quantitative research. For qualitative research, the researcher used interview technique
as the instrument for collecting data from 15 Movie Specialists from governmental,
private and public sectors. For quantitative research, the researcher used survey
technique as the instrument for collecting data from 400 Bangkok inhabitants.

Results:

1. Movie ratings should be divided into 5 categories, which are General,
Parental Guidance Needed for viewers aged under 15, Parental Accompanied Needed
for viewers aged under 15, Not Allowed for viewers aged Under 18, and Prohibited.

2. A combination of a Thai character and number should be used as ratings
symbol.

3. Ratings criteria are “depiction of violence/crime”, “sexy/nudity/obscenity”
and “drug uses”.

4. There should be an organization that is responsible for movie ratings. It is
recommended that the movie ratings committee comprises of 5-7 committees from
various parties such as the governmental, private and public sectors in equal ratio.
Additionally, it is suggested that there should be at least one full time committee that
works full time.

5. For movie ratings procedure, the first procedure is the application with a
required rating. After the committee watches the movie together, a discussion is
initiated. The committee will make a vote. If the result does not match the required
rating, additional information will be submitted to committee. Then, the rating will be
announced with explanations. If the result is unsatisfied, filing an appeal, requesting to

change rating or requesting to start over, can be submitted.
