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This paper attempted to describe and analyze factors affecting lateral thinking skill of
Future Farmer of Thailand (FFT) members in Chachoengsao College of Agriculture and
Technology (CCAT). This research studied 161lmembers sample. Descriptive and quantitative
research methods were employed to gather data using questionnaires and tests. Descriptive
statistics such as frequencies, mean, range, standard deviation and percentages; inferential
statistics, chi-square test and Spearman rank correlation.

Results of the study revealed that most of sample is male, 15-18 years old. Their parent
education and occupation was primary school and farmer. Almost half of them exhibited
accommodating learning style. Almost 100% of them were laissez-faire leadership style. Almost
three-fourth of them was intermediate lateral thinking skill. Factor affecting lateral thinking skill
of them was parent occupation.

Since this study might have other variables that affect lateral thinking such as
environmental factors as well as Thai culture, wherein members must respect and obey their
adults. Hindered leaming in problem-solving‘ of them and in a way determined the types of
problems they encountered, Thus further study related to this area should be conducted to validate

results.
