The current study éxamines the efficiency of closed circuit television cameras (CCTV)
‘in crime prevention and suppression, analyzes problems and obstacles, and offers guidance
for improvement and development. This research is gualitative, focusing on the study of
CCTV operated and installed by police stations in the Bangkok Metropolis. Utilizing document
research and data collected from 10 police stations, including in-depth interview with experts,
prosecutors and judges, the research found that the effectiveness 'of CCTV in crime
prevention and suppression needs imbrovement in terms of the quality and quantity of closed
circuit television cameras, CCTV specifications and mainténance. Regarding the problems
and difficulties in using CCTV in the prevention and suppression of crime, the research found
that police are facing budget constraints, ihconsistency in policy and fack of administrative
vision. Further, implementations suffer from inadequacy in maintenance and the lack /Q,f,
specialists in this field. Proposed guidelines for improvement of CCTV in the prevention and
suppression of crime are to set up specialized CCTV centers, recruiting CCTV professionals,
training the experts and making use of ‘other technologies to supplement the lack of
personnel. Additional recommendations include seeking cooperation from within the private
sector fo install cameras and share information as well as establishing the CCTV Code of

Practice as guidelines for using CCTV.
