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This study is a matching case-control design by using a self-report
guestionnaire. The target population was 250 Thai adolescents aged 15 to 25 years
old, equally grouped into those who have an experience of reading and non-reading
the Japanese Manga of Men with Men (YAOI). It is aimed to identify the relationship

of reading YAOI and Thai adolescent sexual orientation.

The results showed that adolescents who read YAOI have attitude toward
sexual orientation difference from the non-readers with statistical significance
(p<.05). According to the reading behavior and the sexual orientation on feeling and
attitude, the results haVe shown the difference in the sexual orientation on both
feeling and attitude with the statistical significance (p<.05) between reading and non-

reading groups.
