The study was conducted for 3 main objectives: 1) to find out the level of participation of
the tambon administrative organization numbers in solving the AIDS problem in Pattani
Province, 2) to determine the factors influencing to their participation in solving the AIDS
problem, and 3) to reveal their problem of participating in solving the AIDS problems.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 120 members of the tambon
administrative organizations in Muang, Kokpho, Nongchik, Yaring, Saiburi and Yarang districts
(two tambon adininistrative organizations from each district). Frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation were used to describe the data and t-test to test the hypotheses. The findings
were summarized as follows:

1. The members of tambon administrative organizations were found to participate in
solving the AIDS problem at a low level.

2. The factors influencing their participation in solving the AIDS problem were the
amount of information are received, knowledge and understanding of the AIDS problem, opinion
about the AIDS problem, and awareniess and readiness the deal with the AIDS problem.

3. The probiems of participating in solving the AIDS problems were (1) lack of
knowledge and understanding and of related information; (2) budget limit; thus emphasis was on
public utilities development as requested by people; (3) considering the AIDS problem as a
personal problem renting from unsafe seminal intercourses or from inappropriate and
unacceptable social behavior; and (4) considering the ADIS as a kind of illnesses that should be

responsible for by public health officers.
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The tarmbon administrative organization members should be a good force in AIDS
prevention and solution in the local area, but they still do not play an important role in This issue.
Therefore, it is necessary for the government, especially, the provincial AIDS prevention and
solution center should have a strategy to encourage tambon administrative organization members
to participate in preventing and solving the AIDS problem. The researcher thus made the
following recommendations:

1. Tambon administrative organization members muse be educated about the AIDS
disease in details. Some activities should be held for them to realize the adverse impact of the
disease on community people so that they will play a role in solving the AIDS problem.

2. Updated information on AIDS should be continuously supplied to them though mass
riedia or a human medium using the dialect or through any form suitable for the community
contest. For example, information may be passed through community leaders, public health
volunteers, religious leaders or folk actors actresses.

3. Tembon administrative organization members should be trained on skills in planning
some activities to solve the AIDS problem. Agencies concerned must often visit tambon
administrative organization 15 give advice continuously, especially when annual budgeting is
made.

4. To solve the problem concretely, a contest to find out an outstanding tambon
administrative organization that as effectively dealt with the AIDS problem should be held at the
initial stage. An award should be given to that tambon administrative organization which must be
announced as a model community.

5. Campaigns should be held at intervais to wamn the society and cornmunity of the harms
of the AIDS decease, which may urge community organizations to participate in solving the

AIDS problem.
