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The study was conducted for three main purposes : 1) to find out the
level of effectiveness of the Project of Core Red Cross Students against Narcotics
in educationa! opportunity expansion schools under Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration ; 2) to identify the factors affecting the project operation, and 3) 1o
point out the problems and obstacles to the project operation in order to use the
results as a guideline to improve it.

The data were coliected from 200 core teachers of educational
opportunity expansion schools by using a questionnaire. Frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation were used to describe the data and t-test and F-test to
test the hypotheses.

The findings were summarized below :

1. Most of the core teachers were female and were 36-45 years of age.
They had a Bachelor’s degree and had experience about narcotic prevention for 3-5
years. However, they had never attended any training course on narcotic
prevention but had a knowledge and understanding of the operation of the narcotic

prevention group at a high level.
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2. The overall effectiveness of the project was found to be moderate.
All the aspects of the project ranged from the most effective (the highest mean) to
the least effective (the lowest mean) were the core teachers’ ability to create work
that benefited the Friends-Wam-Friends Club, their ability to set up the Friends-
Warn-Friends Club, and their ability to find the club members.

3. The factors found to significantly affect the operation of the Project
of Core Red Cross Students Against Narcotics in educational opportunity
expansion schools were leadership, motivation, participation, teamwork, sense of
belonging, recognition and the core teachers’ social support. In contrast, gender,
age, education experience in narcotic prevention, training on narcotic prevention,
and knowledge and understanding of the narcotic prevention group respectively.

Recommendations

1. Policy Implications

The program of narcotic prevention in primary school should be
developed, implemented, evaluated and improved. The pupils who training in
narcotic prevention should be followed until they complete tertiary education.
Different organizations should cooperate in supporting narcotic prevention in
primary schools. They should work in unity to avoid overlapped work within the
schools. The program should be implemented seriously, continuously and
consistently.

2. Operational Implications

The school administrators should be trained to have a good
knowledge and understanding about the narcotic prevention policy and its
objectives, including appropriate managerial and administrative techniques to
reach the same standard or go to the same direction as other schools under
Bangkok Metropolitan Administration. The school administrators should seriously
participate in the program implementation and keep up with the situation. Those
school administrators and other active participants who are good models in this
matter should be given citations. The public should be made known about their

work so as to encourage people to do good continuously and consistently.
