This research comprises 3 objectives, i.e., 1. to study the founding of the
people’s network against corruption, 2. to study social safety net and people’'s network
against corruption activities, 3. to find out problems obstacles in working process of the
people's network against corruption.

It is a qualitative research collecting data from key-informants, i.e., the
founding members, the panel members and co-ordinating members including
representatives of network organization, altogether 15 persons. In-depth interview
technique and documentary study are methods of data collecticn, after which the data
being anaiysed with logical context description and descriptive statistics.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows :

1. The founding of the people’s network against corruption emerging
from people with same ideology to control the corrupted activities which is dangerous to
the society; they held meetings and brainstorming in order to finding appropriate ways
to suppress and control corruption, and agreed to set up the people's network against
corruption toward the end of B.E. 2543; the nstwork comprises 101 founding persons
and 114 organizations from state, private and people sectors.

2. Techniques for social safety net against corruption aim mainly for
people development, reducing stimulus influences and building good environment ; the
people’s network plays important roles in creating the social safety net, particularly

expanding knowledge and giving advice for the suffering people, and related work.

3. The main problems for the people’s network are insufficient personnel
and budget. In addition, misunderstanding and mistrust among people involved delay
the work considerably.

Among recommendations emerged from this study are increasing
strength for the network; extending it's work embracing more people and organizations
with sincere co-operation from the state, family and mass media in working toward

suppression and control of corruption.
