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The Objective of this study concerns with the policy’s formulation and content, the
problems and obstacles effected. by policy implementation and to apply the results of the
study improve the policy.

The methodology employed in this study was a qualitative research which apply both
documentaries reviewed and depth interviewed 10 Keys informants who are in charge of policy
unplemevtation. including Architects of Bangkok Metropolitan Office, Ministry of Education,

Ministry of Transportation, Ministry of Public Health, National Electronics and Computer

Technology Center and academic staffs.

The findings were as following :-

Factor 1, on the explicity of policy’s objective , there were unclarified policy’s contents,
taskes and organizations . Also uncovered the Handicapped Rehabilitation Act B.E. 2534,
caused the low growth rate of handicapped public facilities.

Factor 2, on the motivation and punishment of policy. Only tax incentive could incite
puilding owner to build Handicapped Public Fadilities. But, totally lack of punishment measure
for buildings without these disabled facilities.

Factor 3, on the standardization of Handicapped Pubiic Facilities, details, nost
buildings detail’s criteria borrowed from western authoritics, such as human dimensions and

ergonoiic which may uct be totally suitable for Thai disable persons.
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Factor 4, the orgenization. It was found that only activities concerning with policy
announcement and promotion were proceeded, but they still lack of organized activities to
conduct, to approve, to inspect and to evaluate the implementation of its policy.

Recommendation :-

1. Government should pay more attention to the policy, more support required to
distribute and educate the whole society on this policy.

2. Government should revise and initiate incentives in order to bring this policy into
real implementation as well as the punishment for those evading.

3. Goverrment should acquire governmental buildings to become a prototype of
Handicapped Pubic Facilities.

4. Government shouid establish an organization or an agency to conduct, to approve, to
imspect and to evaluate building required Handicapped Public Facilities.

5. Government should support and promote more research activity which concerning to

disable persons’ topics.
