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The study on “People Capacity in Village Development: A Case Study of Village in
Tambon Bungwai, Warin Shumrap District, Ubonratchathani Province” had three objectives
as follows 1) To study level of peopie capacity in village development especiaily in
initiative capacity, sclf-reliance capacity and self-organizing capacity. 2) To study factors
aifecting people capacity in village development. 3) To study problems, obstacles and
recommendations on people capacity in village development and to apply lessons learned
from the success to other villages. Samples of the study were people residing in Tambol
Bungwai, Warin Shumrap District, Ubonratchathant Provine. The rescarcher used accidental
sarmpling technique to draw 226 persons from these people and used questionnaires for

data collection. Statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation,

t-test and F-test.

The study found that:

1) Most of samples were female, aged between 31-40 years, married, having primary
education, working in agriculture, earning income of 10,001-15,000 baht/year, residing in the
village morc than 48 years and being members of saving group and cremation group.

2) Regarding gaining information on village development, most samples derived

information at high level through village broadcasting station, government officials,

neighbour, meetings/training, television, family members, radio, announcement board, leaflet/
brochure and newspapers.

3) For knowledge and understanding about community development, most samples
had knowledge and uﬁderstanding at high level.

4) Most samples had capacity in village development at medium level. When
considering in particular, they have capacity in self-organizing, less in self-reliance capacity,
and the least in initiative capacity.

5) Factors aftecting people capacity in village development were education level,
occupation and length of living in the community. While factors not affecting the capacity
were scx, age, income, marrital status, membership of social organization, information gain

and knowledge and understanding about community development.

Recommendations from the study

1) Relevant agencies should promote knowledge and undrstanding on community
development: for local people by organizing training courses or visitting trip to other
communitics, in order to apply from the successful model of community development to
their own communities which would result in better-oil’ and strong communities.

2) Provision of resource persons in occupation training such as handicralt, weaving
and product transforming shouid be arranged for local people.

3) Provision of resource persons in relevant area such as agriculture, livestocks,
tishery and marketing should be arranged to provide people’s knowledge and information
on occupation which could lead to thc right practices.

4) Provision of mobile health carc unit to vaccinate against many diseases and to

maintain facilities such as road, cleciricity, water work, telephone and garbage can for the

healthiness of local people.
