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The Study was aimed at (1) finding out the degree of people's participation
in amphetamine prevention in the communities under the responsibility of the Sutthisan
Metropolitan Police Station , and (2) to determine the factors affecting their participation. A
questionnaire was used to collect the data from 285 people in the area.

The findings were summarized below.

Most of the samples were male (60.4%). They were 28-37 years old
(29.0%). They were single (47.7%). Those who completed secondary school had more or
less the same number as those who completed high school (24.6% and 24.2%,
respectively). They were engaged in géneral employment (37.2%). They earned 5,001-
8,000 baht a month (43.6%). Nearly all of them were Buddhists (99.3%).

The samples’ experience about amphetamines were found to be little. When
the individual items were examined, the two items found to be at a high level were that the
sample know amphetamines and that the sample had seen amphetamines. The five items
found to be at a low ievel were (1) that they were persuaded or suggested to take
amphetamines, (2) that they used to touch amphetamines, (3) that they would like to try
taking amphetamines, (4) that they used to take amphetamines, and (5) that they used to

buy amphetamines.
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The people were found to participation in amphetamine prevention at a
moderate level (mean = 0.91). When the individual aspects were considered, they were
found to participate in the amphetamine prevention campaign at a low level (mean = 0.41)
and were participation in the amphetamine situations at a high level (mean = 1.38). |

The factors found to be significantly related to their participation in
amphetamine prevention at the 0.05 level were gender, occupation, age and income. On
the contrary, marital status, education and expensive about amphetamines were found to
have no effect on their participation in amphetamine prevention at the 0.05 level.

Recommendations

1. The police station should have a policy to make the people know about
the crime problems in the area.

2. The people should be made aware of the problems resulting from
amphetamines.

3. The people should be encouraged to participation in the activities
arranged by the police station in crime prevention and suppression so that they will have

safety in life and security in property.
