The objectives of this research are 1. to study the patients’ perception of
the 30 Bath Curing for All Diseases Project, 2. to study client's satisfaction of
the project, 3. to study factors relating to the Project satisfaction, 4. to find out
problems/ obstacles and recommendations about the project.

The research tools are questionnaires contructed specially for this study ;
the samples are 40C patients seeking services under the 30 Bath Project.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. The majority of respondents perceive the project as a good one and
should continue.

2. They are satisfied with the right to receive services under the project

3. Among factors related to the project satisfaction are type of services
seeking and number of service asking for. Factors not relating to satisfaction,
among others, are religion and occupation.

Important recommendations are increased knowledge and understanding
of the project among service seekers , educate peopie of heaithcare with those
monitoring at the provinciai level and providing facilities for receiving complaints

for better services, among others.
