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The study on “Potential of Tourism Resources Development: A Case of Tambol
Bangtathean, Amphoe Songphinong, Suphanburi Provine” had the following objectives:

1) To Survey tourism resources which have potential in Tambol Bangtathean,
Amphoe Songphinong, Suphanburi Provine

2) To study level of potential of tourism resources in Tambol Bangtathean, Amphoe
Songphinong, Suphasburi Provine

3) to study problems of ftourism resources development in Tambo! Bangtathean,
Amphoe Songphinong, Suphanburi Provine

4) Key informants of the study were local leaders, relevant government oificials i.e.
members of Tambol Administrative Organization and entreprencurs . A total number was 17
persons. In-depth interview guidelines including survey method and observation were used
for data collection. Content analysis was used for analysing potential of tourism resources
development in each place.

The study found that in overall picture, potential of tourism resources development
in Tambol Bangtathean, Amphoe Songphinong, Suphanburi Provine was at rather high level.
When considering in particular aspects, three aspects were at rather high leve) and another
was at medium level as follows:

Tourism resources aspect: the study found potential of tourism resources development

at rather high level. These resources were 1) natura! resources ie. Tha-Jean river which
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was beautiful and attractive 2) historical resources ie. Wat Pairongwoa, Wat Boaddon
lampan and Wat Chainarat which were antique and heartfelt meaningful and 3) cultural
and traditional resource which illustrated identity and local way of life.

Readiness of tourism resources aspect: there was medium level of potential of
readiness of tourism resources which were: 1) physical features. It was suitable for
tourism at medium level 2) infrastructure was ready and having quality at medium level
and 3) facilities were ready at medium level.

Tourism market aspect: there was rather high level of potential of tourism
market which were: 1) a number of tourists visiting Wat Pairongwoa was higher than
those in the past but those tourists spended less visiting time and 2) there was forecasting
of tourists which indicated that a number of tourists would increase 3-4 times.

Socio-economic aspect: there was rather high level of potential of socio-economic
factors which were: 1) local history. The area had more than 140 years history and was
mentioned in a literature called “NIRAT SUPHAN™ written by Sunthornpu, a famous thai
poet, and 2) readiness of local leaders, locai villagers and members of Tambon
Administrative Organization whosc opinion and need toward tourism resource development
was high, but those of entrcpreneurs was rather high.

Recommendations

1) There should be the improvement of scenery of tourism attractions.

2) Good quality infrastructure and facilities should be provided.

3) There should be information comners for tourists in tourist attraction and
provision of tour guide.

4) There should be media campaign and sign to access tourist attraction.

5) There should bec the promotion of local organization for operating  tourism
Business.

6) Tourism aciivities and revitalization of ‘tradition are needed to be promoted.

7) Boat trip along the canals and river for sight seeing and learning viilagers’

ways of life would be attractive.
