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The objectives of the rescarch were 1) to find out the reasons why pupils recited
cruelty from their families, and 2) to study the behavior of pupils who received cruelty form
their families. A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 286 pupils in municipal schools
in Muang District, Trang Province. SPSS for WINDOW was employed to process the data.
Frequem;y and percentage were used to describe the data. The findings were briefly stated below.

Canses and behavior when the pupils were punished. By their parents by being scolded,
whipped with a small long strike, and limiting their right and freedom by stopping paying them
allowances. The main reasons why the pupils were punished their brothers or sisters and
naughtiness. When they were punished, almost all of them cried. Only on-third agreed with
their parents. Their parents’ behavior that they often saw was drinking alcohol. The person who
punished them most ofter was mothers and fathers, respectively.

Recommendations : Parents play the most important role in bringing up their children
to be cleaver decent citizens and to live happily , they most raise them with affection and
warmness so that they will grow up to be quality. citizens if the family is the place without
iovingness, warmness, trustworthy ; it is full of conceits, misery, viclence and hatred; such a
family will affect the child’s personality sev&ely; he will be moody, sad, the patented shown to
him by this parents, the first teacher in his life. School is therefore responsible for helping,
caring, changing or cairecting students when they face problems. This is for adapting or turning
their behavior for bad to good and wise, to be high quartile members of the sociality cr the ration
in the future.
