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The three objectives of the study were (1) to find out the teaching and
learning activities in core learning-process reform schools under the Offices of Primary
Education in Narathiwat Province, (2) to determine the factors affecting the teaching and
learning activities in the core schools, and (3) to identify the problems, obstacles and
suggestions cn student-centered activities.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 76 teachers of grade
1-grade 6 in three core learning process form school under the Office of Primary Education
in Narathiwat province. They were selected by purposive sampling. Percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test and F-test were used to analyze the data.

The findings were summed up level.

1. General characteristics of the sample. Most samples were female.
They were 40 years old. The proportion of these with less than 13 years of experience
was the same as the proportion of those with mere than 13 years of experience. Their
income could cover their expense.

2. Teaching and learning activities, including the learning process, in the
core learning-process reform schools were found to be moderate. All the dimensions were
also found to be moderate. ~ These dimensions were teaching preparation, activity
arrangement, use of teaching aids, and measurement and evaluation.

3. The factors found to significantly affect teaching and learning activities in
the core learning-process reform schocls were characteristics of the teachers and control,
directing, following-up and supervision of the school administrators. On the confrary, sex.
age, work experience, manpower, knowledge, support factors and motivation and sources
of knowledge were found to have no effect on their teaching and learning activities that
emphasized student-centered approach.

4. The schools’ problems were that the teachers could not prepare activities
for all the subject groups, that three were many students in a class. The sample teachers
suggested that the school should develop teaching and learning, have enough manpower,
assign teachers to be responsible for special tasks and set up the measurement and
evaluation section.

Recommendations.

1. The schools should develop their teachers so that they would be good at
teaching, have a good knowledge, and skill in holding student-centered activities, be
responsibie for their duties, honest, and bg academic leaders.

2. The school administrator should stfengthen the internal supervision and
help teachers so that they mill work with confidence.

3. The resources should be used for management and administration to a
full extent, so that purple in the community can benefit from the school resources. Also

people should be encouraged to participate in educational management.
