The process
to collect information is to distribute questionnaires to a sample group. The statistics applied in

analyzing the data is average, percentage and standard deviation.

The sample group consist more females than males with an average of 39.74 years of
age, mostly undergraduate level. Most of them are teachers with an average working experience by
14.4]1 years and average income of 14,097.30 Baht. The group have a moderate understanding in the
learning reforms in open class for pre school level up to sixth year elementary school. The sample
groups mostly teach in elementary class in the medium size school.

The sample groups moderately illustrate the opinion towards the implementation of
learning procedure in accordance with the overall education reforms, which can be determined and
classified from high to low as followed: 1.Desired feature aspect 2.Evaluation aspect 3.Management
aspect 4.Result of learning management 5.Learning preparation and 6.Learning management.

The result of study on a group of schools has showed that the overall operation of
every school group is moderate. Kang Tone group has operation level higher than other groups who
are classified in group of schools with high average scores as followed; 1.Administration aspect is
Dome pradit group 2. Learning preparation aspect is Kang Tone group 3.Leaming administration
aspect is Kang Tone and Nam Nguen group 4.Evaluation aspect is Kang Tone 5.Leaming result
adminstration is Kang Tonc group and 6.Desired feature aspect is Song group.

The recommendations

developed in the area of leaming administration for every schooi group.

3. Lack of budget in administration, personnel and understanding in the operaticn

in lcarning procedure reform of every school group should be resolved.
