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The study examined the people’s opinion on the Village and Urban Community Fund
Project, The relationship between the background variables and the people’s opinion on the
project, and the problems and obstacles to implementing the project and some suggestions to
solve the problems. A qucstionnaire was employed to collect the data from 204 people living in
different villages in Su-ngai-padi District, Narathiwas Province. SPSS for WINDOWS was
used for data analysis. Frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation were used to
describe the data, and t-test and F-test to find out the relationship between variables.

The findings were summarized below.

1. As a whole, the people rather strongly agreed with the Village and Urban Community
Fund Project. They strongly agreed with following up the results. They were rather stronghy
agreed with the from aspects: confidence in self-reliance, the role and responsibility of the village
fund committee, opinion on the project, and understanding of the project and way to choose an
occupation.

2. The village fund committee, the fund members who made loans and the fund members
were found to be significantly different in their opinion about the Village and Urban Community
Fund Project at the 0.05 level. On the other hand, gender, age, education, marital status, number
of household members, and occupation in which one invested in were found tc have no influence
on their opinion on the Village and Urban Community Fund Project.

The problems and obstacles to making loans from the Fund were (1) that there was no
equality in the rights between the village fund committce members and the member in general, (2)
that the agreement was broken. (3) that the management and administration was not transparent,
(4) that the amount of the fund was not enough for all the members, (5) and that the borrowers
did not pay back in due time.

It was therefore recommended that the problems be solved by strict management and
administration. The operation should be transparent and can be inspected. Meetings should be
held to explain to the members details about making loans. Also, the amount of loan should be

big enough so that every member can make a loan. The payment period should be 2-3 years.
