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The purposes of the research are (1) to study current situation of learning
and teaching of school in the area, (2) to study the opinions on learning and teaching
of school in the area, and (3) to propose concrete guideline for school education

development in the area in order to apply as an example for nearby municipalities.

Methodology of this research is a survey research by using the systematic
random sampling of schools in the municipality. The research sample were selected
from one third of population, comprised 164 teachers and 180 students in grade 4-6.
Questionnaires were employed for data collection. SPSS program for Windows
Version 10.0 was used for data analysis. Statistical criteria such as percentage, mean,

standard deviations were presented in tables with explanations.

The results of this study has shown that the learning and teaching of
schools in municipality of Muang Uttaradit has been in line with principle of national
education reform in terms of environment, learning and teaching activities, type of
learning and teaching, and learning sources both inside and outside classrooms.
Learning and teaching are also focused on type of learning by emphasizing learner as
a center of learning and its activities. Moreover, the learning and teaching of schools
in the municipality of Muang Uttaradit were consistent with all local stakeholders’
needs i.e. teachers, students, and communities.

However, the result has shown that school learning and teaching
development still needs some additional improvement and financial support from
central and local in order to reach the learning and teaching goals in four aspects as

follows;

Environment School surroundings should be cleaner, more beautiful
setting and be more shady by planting perennial plants and flowering trees as well as
systematically arranged all public utilities, buildings and rehabilitation for

encouraging positive environment for learning and teaching of students and teachers.

Learning and teaching activities Both educational supervisor and
executive should be more cooperative to purposely set up courses including
deveiopment of teaching technique for more inveresting in lessons such as outside

classroom activities for direct experiences.

Type of learning and teaching Local wisdom should be adopted in the

learning and teaching process by inviting gurus or experts to the classroom.

Inside and outside classroom sources for learning Modern technology
and equipment, such as computer and internet facilities as well as extra-time reading

books, should be provided to build vision and support more self-learning.
