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The Study aimed to find out the opinion of school administrators and teachers on the
factors supporting the organizational behavior of primary schools under the Office of
Primary Edcuation, Muang District, Yala Province.. A questionnaire was employed to
collect the data from 43 administrators and 164 teachers in primary schools under the Office
of Primary Education, Muang District, Yala Province in the academic year 2002, SPSS for
Windows was used for data analysis. The descriptive statistics employed were frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation. The inferential statistics to test the hypothesis

were t-test and F-test.

The findings were summed up below :

Most of the samples were teachers. Most were 41-50 years old. They had a work
experience of 21 years or more and more than half worked at medium sized schools.

The factors that supported the organizational behavior of primary schooi, according
to the schoql administrators and teachers, were ranked from the highest mean to the lowest
or follows: 1) role 2) leadership 3) motivation 4) decision-making 5) organizational
atmosphere 6) corporate culture and 7) communication.

Recommendations

Role The work should be done systematically, continuously and seriously.

Motivation New tasks should be created to urge work competition.

Corporate culture The school administrator should be open-minded and listen to the
opinions of the subordinates.

Organizational atmosphere The school administrator should hold parties on special
occasions, such as on New Year’s Day, in order to create unity among the personnel, which

can lead to a better work atmosphere.
