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The objectives of the survey were

1) to find out the attitude of high school students toward narcotics

2) to identify the factors related to their attitude toward narcotics

3) to use the research results as a guideline to solve the drug problem
among school students.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 170 high school
students at Pathumpittayakom School, Muang District, Ubonratchathani Province.
Percentage, mean. standard deviation, t-test and F-test were used to analyze the
data.

The results were summed up as follows :

l. Most of the students were female, 16 years old and in
Matthayomsuksa 4. The fathers of most students worked for the government, state
enterprises, or were reguiar employees. The mothers off most students were
engaged in small trades or had their own small businesses. Their pocket money
was more than 230 baht per week. They received news and information about

narcotics from newspapers.

2. The students were found to have a negative attitude toward
narcotics. They agreed that drugs were harmful to health. They also agreed to drug
prevention.

3. The factors significantly affecting the students’ attitude toward
narcotics were the study year level, mother’s occupation, and source of information
about narcotics.

4. The factors found to have no impact on their attitude toward
narcotics were sex, age, father’s occupation and amount of pocket money per

week.
