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The study were aimed at 1) finding out the role of primary schoo! teachers in
applying the student-centered approach, 2) determining the factors related to their role
in applying this approach, and 3) identifying their problems and obstacles in arranging
instructional activities that focused on the student-centered approach

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 120 samples. These
samples were randomly selected from school administrator, teachers in the school
academic line and teachers in the teaching line. They were distributed the
questionnaires to fill out. Percentage, mean and standard deviation, t-test and F-test
were employed o anaiyze the data. The findings were summarized below.

Most of the samples (73.33%) were female. About 70 percent were 21-40 years
old. About 47.50 percent had 10-20 years of teaching experience. About 43.33 percent
had a salary of 8,501-15,000 bath a month. About 35.83 percent were responsible for
1-2 special assignments. The teachers in the teaching line were found to have a good
knowledge and understanding about arranging student-centered instructional activities

(47.50%)
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The teachers were found to play a very important role in arranging student-
centered instructional activities. All the nine indicators had a mean of 4.14-4.30 and the
overall mean was 4.26

When the hypotheses were tested, sex, age, teaching experience, the
experience group taught, teaching hours, salary, responsibility for special assignment,
and knowledge and understanding of arranging student-centered instructional activities
were found to be significantly related to their role in preparing student-centered

instructional activities.

Recommendations

1. The teachers should have the students present their work by themselves and
should arrange more instructional activities outside the school.

2. The teachers should raise questions that urge the students to analyze and
synthesize what they learn and arrange the classroom in a way that facilitates the
instructionat activities.

3. The teachers should praise the students who do a good job or have on
outstanding academic performance. They should encourage them to do better and
give advice to those who had probiems.

4, Local wisdem and varied technologies should be applied into instructional
activities. The student should be promoted to search for knowledge from different
sources.

5. Games and songs that can help teach mora! and ethics shouid be used in the
instructional activities.

6. The school personnel should create the school atmosphere to be a source of
knowledge. The teachers should use teaching aids to urge the studerits to think or to
use their imagination.

7. The teachers should have students from a group that promote democracy

and iisten to each other's opinions.
8. Evaluation of the student performance should reflect the true picture. The

teachers should cooperate with the parents in solving the students' learning problems.
9. The teachers should train the students to participate in maintaining school

property and in school activities.
