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The study aimed to find out 1) the level of the urban community fund
committee’s participation in the operation of the urban community fund, 2) the factors
affecting their participation in the fund operation, and 3) the problems, obstacles and
some suggestions related to their participation in the fund operation.

The data were collected from 147 members of the urban ccmmunity fund
committees in Bangkok Metropolitan Administration which the National Village and
Urban Community Fund Committee accredited their status and had already transferred
on million baht to each of 21 communities in 12 selected districts. A questionnaire was
employed to coliect the data. Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test
and F-test were used for data analysis. The total of 80 ccpiers of the questionnaire or
54.42 percent were returned.

It was found that the male and female samples were more or less equai
in number. Most were older than 50 years. They were married. The numbers of those
with primary education, those with secondary education and those with a Bachelor's
degree or higher were more or less equal. The majority were vendors or small business
owners. Their monthly income was more than 10,000 baht. They had lived in the
communities for more than 10 years. Most were co-cornmittee members and had never

undergone related training. but were members of more than three social groups. Most
received little related information and had a poor knowledge and understanding of the
urban community fund operation.

As a whole, the sample was found to participate in the fund operation at
a high level. They participated most in attending meetings, followed by considering
extending loons, examining the operation, carrying out the activities, and evaluation,
respectively.

When the hypotheses were tested, it was found that position social group
membership, and access to related information significantly affected their participation
at the 0.05 level. On the contrary, sex, age, marital status, education, occupation ,
income, number of residential years in the community, receiving training ,and

knowledgc and understanding about the urban community found operation had no

impact on the fund committee members in Bangkok at the 0.05 level.
