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The objectives of the rescarch were (1) to find out the level of parents, participation in
local education manuagement of the municipal schools in Tambon Su-ngai-kolok, Narathiwas
Province, and (2) w identily the tactors related to the parems’ participation in This mater.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 357 parents of the students in 4
muricipal schoois in Tamboen Sungaikolok, Narathiwas Province. Frequency, percentage, mean
and standard devianon were used to describe the data, and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The lindings were brictiv stated below

1. Most of the parents in the study were temale. They were 35-44 years old. Most
completed primaiy school. Nearly all of them were married. They were wage-earners and earned
level than 5,000 baht & month. They received a little or little related information. They contacted
the schools at a rather low and at a low level. However, they had a good knowledge and
understanding oi 2ducationai management. They had a relationship with the school
administrators at u wuther low level,

2. Partivipzuon 1 cuucational management. The sample group participated in
educational mauagcement at a rather low level. The highest mean belonged to carrying out
activities, foliowcd by support. {ollowing-up and evaluation, and planning, respectively.

3. The tactors found o mfluence their participation in educational management were
access to rclated information. contact with the school, knowledge and understanding about

educational management and relutionship with the school administrator.
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4. The factors that had no impact on educational management were gender, age,
education, marital status, occupations, and income.

5. The problems and obstacles to the parents’ participation in educational management
were receiving little related information and having no time because they had to earn a living, and
poor relationship with the school administrator.

6. Recommendations -

1) The organizations directly responsible for educational management, that is
the educational division and the school must make the parents have a good knowledge and
understanding about educational management and realize that it is their duty to be involved in
educational management as stipulated in the National Education Act of 1999.

2) The school must coordinate with the parents by holding regular meetings to
exchange opinions at least twice a semester and by visiting the students’ home.

3) The school must try to build a good relationship with the community.

4) The school must prepare brochures or leaflets to continually in form the

parents about the progress of the school’s educational management.
